	STRATEGIES FOR DEALING WITH UNACCEPTABLE BEHAVIOUR

	SUSTAINED APPLICATION TO LEARNING

· Expected Standards of Behaviour in the Classroom
1. All students are expected to attempt to learn 

2. All students are expected to strive for excellence

3. It is expected  that students will comply with classroom rules.

· The rights of others to learn must be accepted by all
4. All students have the right to learn and their progress should not be hindered by others in the classroom

5. All students have the responsibility to work cooperatively in an appropriate manner to achieve their own learning outcomes and to assist other students to achieve their learning outcomes


	Students who make no or little attempt to apply themselves to the learning tasks which have been set by the teacher may be:

· reprimanded or ‘dealt with’ in class

· isolated within the classroom

· removed from the class to alternative supervision

· given an in-school detention

· referred to the Head Teacher

· referred to the senior executive for counselling and discipline

Students who refuse to comply with the reasonable  behavioural standards set by the teacher may be:

· given an in-school detention

· referred to the Head Teacher

· given an after-school detention 

· removed from the class and placed on an in-school suspension

· suspended from school

· required to leave the school

	EXPECTED STANDARDS OF BEHAVIOUR IN THE PLAYGROUND AND WHILE TRAVELLING TO AND FROM SCHOOL

· Expected playground behaviour

1. All students have right of availability and access to all areas of the supervised playground

2. All students should respect the playground rights of other students

3. All students should respect the agreed playground usage statement and comply with teacher directions in regard to appropriate behaviour, safety and playground cleanliness

4. All students should follow the DET guidelines regarding smoking and leaving school premises

5. All students have the right to feel safe travelling to and from school

6. All students should respect the rights and properties of others whilst travelling on school buses

7. All students should follow the safety directions given by bus drivers and other transport personnel

	Students who fail to behave appropriately outside the classroom or whilst travelling to or from school may be:

· spoken to and warned

· withdrawn from the area for a period of time and parents notified

· given an in-school detention

· required to attend a parent interview and school detention

· suspended from school

· withdrawn from bus usage for a period of time and the parents notified

· reported to the police and the RTA for further action

	SAFETY IN AND AROUND THE SCHOOL AND AT ALL SCHOOL ACTIVITIES

Community expectations for students attending government high schools:

· All students have the right to feel safe at school.

· All students have the right to feel safe when participating in school activities in places outside of school.

· All students are required to wear appropriate clothing and footwear for the subjects they participate in


	Students who endanger the safety of others may be:

· reprimanded

· counselled

· given a detention

· isolated on an in-school suspension

· suspended from school and given a related research task to complete




	ACCEPTABLE STANDARDS OF BEHAVIOUR WHILE ON EXCURSIONS AND PARTICIPATING IN OR ATTENDING SPORTING AND OTHER ACTIVITIES 

· All students have the right to feel safe while participating in sporting activities and excursions

· All students should respect the rights of members of the public whilst representing the school

· Expected behaviour includes:

1. Polite and courteous interactions with students. staff and the general public

2. Wearing full school uniform

3. Being appropriately prepared for activities

4. Being appropriately involved in activities

5. Follow the directions of staff and others in positions of authority
	Students who fail to maintain acceptable standards of behaviour will be reprimanded and counselled and have the incident recorded on their personal file and may be:

· placed on detention and given written activities

· isolated from peers

· banned from future activities for the calendar year

· placed on suspension

· sent home from the excursion or returned to school

Under all circumstances the parents will be informed.

	RESPECT FOR OTHER INDIVIDUALS AND THEIR PROPERTY

All students are expected to respect:

· their learning environment

· the students who share this space with them 

· the property of others.


	Students who fail to respect others, their property or their learning environment will -

· Be spoken to in class.  

· Make good or replace damaged property in their own time

· Be given a detention at recess/lunch., if behaviour continues.

If this is a long-term ongoing problem the school will communicate with the parents to establish the conditions of continued enrolment of the student.

	COURTESY TO OTHER STUDENTS, TO TEACHERS AND TO COMMUNITY MEMBERS

Students at Erskine Park High School are treated with courtesy and are expected to show mutual respect and courtesy.

Students are expected to show:

· polite interaction with other students

· compliance with reasonable requests from staff and others in positions of authority

· acceptance of personal responsibility for upholding school standards whilst on school premises or in public places


	Students who fail to show courtesy will be:

· spoken to by teacher who will point out to the offending student the inappropriate behaviour

· isolated if behaviour is deliberately repeated

· given a recess or lunch detention and counselled

· referred to HT if persistently re-offending

· Parents will be contacted where a student shows gross disrespect to any community members.  This is to be viewed as a possible suspensionable offence



	THE SCHOOL’S HOMEWORK POLICY

All students are expected to complete homework to the best of their ability and to meet deadlines

Expected student outcomes from policy:

· students will accept responsibility for ongoing revision of classwork

· students will take responsibility for maintaining a high 


standard of work


	· Students who make little attempt to complete homework have their name recorded by the teacher and will be expected to complete and present the task at the next lesson or another agreed time.

· May be given a faculty in-school detention if this is a repeat offence

· Continued repetition of behaviour will result in parent contact and school detention

Students who make no attempt to complete homework will:

· have their parents contacted

· be sent school certificate warning letters for Stage 5/6 for lack of diligence and non-completion of outcomes.

· be given faculty after school detentions for recalcitrant students.




	DUE RESPECT FOR TEACHERS

Teachers come to Erskine Park High School to carry out their official duties and the work for which they were trained in an environment which is conducive to student learning.

Expected student behaviour includes:

· Use appropriate language when addressing teachers

· Behave without intimidation or threats towards a  teacher

· Avoid touching teacher or their property

· Behave in a non-threatening manner
	Students who fail to show respect for teachers may be given -

· A school detention and parents contacted 

· withdrawn from class on an in-school suspension

· Short suspension, followed by parent interview

· Long suspension, followed by parent interview

· Continuance of this behaviour may result in expulsion from school



	NO VIOLENCE, DISCRIMINATION, HARASSMENT, BULLYING OR INTIMIDATION

Expected student behaviours include 

· Avoidance of all acts of violence

· Non-participation in any acts of intimidation or harassment of other students


	Students who are involved in harassment or intimidation will be:

· Reprimanded, counselled and referred for peer mediation. Student name will be placed on the bullying register and parents will be informed. 

· Any repetition will follow the above process.  On the third occasion  a suspension will be applied

· Given a long suspension if the behaviour continues

Students who are involved in acts of racial discrimination will be: 

· Referred to the ARCO and parents will be informed  

· Any repetition will follow the above process.  On the third occasion  a suspension will be applied

· Given a long suspension if the behaviour continues

Students who are involved in acts of violence will be 

· suspended (short or long depending on the incident - minimum 3 days) unless they can prove their involuntary participation

	NO WEAPONS

In accordance with the laws of NSW students are not permitted to carry weapons of any description to school.  Furthermore, in the interests of safety students are not permitted to use any item as a weapon or in a dangerous manner


	Where a student brings a weapon to school:

· police are contacted immediately

· parents are contacted and the student removed from the premises

· immediate suspension

· student’s possible return will be negotiated, however, the school may move for expulsion



	NO ILLEGAL DRUGS, ALCOHOL OR TOBACCO

In accordance with the laws of NSW students are not permitted to smoke cigarettes on school premises or to carry or use illegal drugs.  Nor are students permitted to drink alcoholic beveridges on school premises or to enter the premises under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs.


	Where a student brings illegal drugs onto school premises or is found to be under the influence of an illegal substance:

· police are contacted immediately

· parents are contacted and the student removed from the premises

· an immediate suspension will be applied

· student’s possible return will be negotiated, however, the school may move for expulsion

Where a student brings alcohol onto school premises or is intoxicated whilst on premises:

· parents are contacted and the student removed from the premises

· an immediate suspension will be applied

Where a student brings tobacco onto school premises:

· lunch detention and written activity

· an after school detention issued and parents contacted

· long term refusal to follow DET regulations will result in a suspension being applied




	PEACEFUL RESOLUTION OF CONFLICT

· Expected means of dealing with conflict:

Seek assistance by using any one of the resources available to students, namely:

· Pastoral Care Year Coordinators

· Peer mediation

· School counsellor

· Pastoral care teacher

Students are expected to show:

· polite interaction with other students

· compliance with reasonable requests from staff and others in positions of authority

· acceptance of personal responsibility for upholding school standards whilst on school premises or in public places


	Students who are involved in harassment or intimidation will be:

· Reprimanded, counselled and referred for peer mediation. Student name will be placed on the bullying register and parents will be informed. 

· Any repetition will follow the above process.  On the third occasion  a suspension will be applied

· Given a long suspension if the behaviour continues

Students who are involved in acts of racial discrimination will be: 

· Referred to the ARCO and parents will be informed  

· Any repetition will follow the above process.  On the third occasion  a suspension will be applied

· Given a long suspension if the behaviour continues

Students who are involved in acts of violence will be 

· suspended (short or long depending on the incident - minimum 3 days) unless they can prove their involuntary participation

	ADHERENCE TO THE STANDARDS OF DRESS DETERMINED BY THE SCHOOL COMMUNITY

Students are expected to 

· comply with the school’s uniform code

· provide a note from a parent/careprovider if their clothes are not in accordance with the code


	Where a student fails to comply with the uniform code and does not have a note of explanation he or she will receive:

· lunch detention with pastoral care teacher

· written notification to parents

· lunch detention with HT in charge of uniform

· after school detention

· isolation

Post compulsory age students may be sent home to change

	COMPLIANCE WITH ALL SCHOOL RULES AND THE SCHOOL CODE OF CONDUCT

Students who apply for and accept enrolment into Erskine Park High School do so with the clear understanding of the expectation of the community that the school discipline code will be adhered to.  Where rules are laid down in the interest of safety and security students are expected to abide by them.


	Students who fail to adhere to school rules or the school discipline code will face the consequences of that decision.
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
