· Name on back of daily attendance sheet

	BROWN 

LEVEL
	· Students who receive 2 or more orange levels 

· Students whose repeated unacceptable behaviour warrants  referral by Head Teacher

· A particular incident


	· As for orange level 

· Support from Principal, Deputy Principal and all staff

· Letter to parents followed by parent interview with Deputy Principal or Principal 

· Student is placed on a school detention 

· Student is placed on brown behaviour card for a minimum of 2 weeks signed daily by parents & Deputy Principal or Principal 

· Excluded from all optional excursions & from participation in activities outside school grounds

	PURPLE LEVEL
	· Failure to respond  to requirements of brown level

· A particular incident


	· The student is suspended

· Whilst on suspension the student is required to complete set classwork

· Contact is made  with parents by Principal

· Upon return to school the student is placed on in-school isolation and a contract will be negotiated

· Student is placed on purple behaviour card for a minimum of 15 days 
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
